George & Shellie Counts  
will continue their overseas missions work with Y.W.A.M. 
(Youth With A Mission) March 18 - May 18.  After reconnect-
ing with London colleagues the Counts will continue with 
their London director to Cairo, Egypt to attend a Middle East 
Missions Conference.  The conference is sponsored by the 
largest Coptic Orthodox Church in Cairo.  Their hope is to 

set up a training program for lay counselors. 
      The Counts will continue to Penang, Malaysia to lay the foundations with 
the Y.W.A.M. staff there for a Foundations in Counseling Ministry School that 
the Counts will staff January – March 2010.  While there they will also work 
with their son, Jody and his wife, Joanna in their work with Y.W.A.M. through 
the Kawan ministry to the poor. 
 After being overseas for 13 years much of the Counts’ missions    
support has dwindled.  They are in need of new partners in their missions 
efforts.
